Drop off and Pick up:

The coach journey:
· As the coach journey is quite long, we are happy for the children to bring books, colouring pencils etc. to keep them entertained! Nothing electrical, heavy or valuable please, as they will need to carry their bags with them on the tour. 
· If your child is prone to travel sickness, we would be grateful if you could let us know so that we can seat them accordingly on the coach.

As the studio tour will take us at least two hours, we are very limited on time. We are keen to make sure the children get the most out of this wonderful experience and have therefore decided not to visit the gift shop.
